Director's Report : 2021-22

The Board of Directors have pleasure in presenting
the 3rd Annual Report along with the Audited Balance
sheet as on March 31, 2022, Profit and Loss account
and Cash Flow Statement for the period from April 01,
2021 to March 31, 2022.

1. Brief Introduction:

The Government of India vide its Notification No. F.

We have audited the standalone financial statements of Baroda Gujarat Gramin Bank ('the Bank'), which
comprise the Balance Sheet as at 31 March 2022, the Statement of Profit and Loss and the Statement of Cash
Flows for the year then ended, and notes to financial statements including a summary of significant accounting
policies and other explanatory information in which are included returns for the year ended on that date of 85
branches audited by us and 245 branches audited by statutory branch auditors. The branches audited by us
and those audited by other auditors have been selected by the Bank in accordance with the guidelines issued to
the Bank by the Government of India. Also included in the Balance Sheet, the Statement of Profit and Loss and
Statement of Cash Flows are the returns from 157 branches which have not been subjected to audit. These
unaudited branches account for 23.62 percent of advances, 24.80 per cent of deposits, 25.09 per cent of
interestincome and 23.81 per cent ofinterest expenses.

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, except for the
effects of the matter described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion paragraph, the aforesaid standalone financial
statements give the information required by the Regional Rural Bank Act 1976 and Banking Regulation Act,
1949 in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with the accounting principles
generally accepted in India:

in the case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Bank as at March 31, 2022; and
in the case of the Profitand Loss Account, of the profit for the year ended on that date.

true and fair view in case of statement of cash flows for the year ended on that date.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our auditin accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by ICAI. Our responsibilities
under those Standards are further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial
Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Bank in accordance with the code of ethics issued
by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India together with ethical requirements that are relevant to our
audit of the financial statements in [jurisdiction], and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in
accordance with these requirements and the code of ethics.

Basis for Qualified Opinion
1.

NABARD vide circular No. NB.Dos.Pol.HO/2533/J-1/2019-20 dated 12 December 2019 permitted RRBs to
amortize pension liability over a period of five years, beginning with the financial year ending 31 March 2019,
subject to minimum of 20 percent of the pension liability assessed on March 31 of year concerned. The actuarial

valuation comes to 3533,93,96,287 of which bank has already provided 87.25% in 4 financial years. The
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amount not provided is X 68,05,79,912. The impact on the Financial Statement as per actuarial valuation will be
% 68,05,79,912 for the amount not provided. Profit is overstated and liabilities are understated to extent of
368,05,79,912.
